 QUALIFICATIONS FOR THE VICE PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES 
 (Write-in Candidate) 

 Before the filing officer accepts a declaration of candidacy, the filing officer must read the constitutional and 
 statutory requirements to the candidate or the candidate’s designated agent, and the candidate or the designated agent 
 must state whether the candidate fulfills the requirements. If the candidate or the designated agent indicates that the 
 candidate does not qualify, the filing officer shall decline the declaration of candidacy. Refer to Utah Code 
 Annotated § 20A-9-601.
