** An individual convicted of certain climes loses the tight to hold office until convictions have been expunged OR the individual meets all of the 
following requirements: (I) IO years have passed since the individual's most recent felony conviction, (2) 111e individual paid all court-ordered 
restitution and fines; and (3) the individual completed probation, granted parole, or completed the tern, of incarceration associated with the felony. 
An individual convicted of an election related misdemeanor has restored their rights to hold office according to Utah Code 20A-2- IO 1.3.
